3. If you are a member of the Settlement Class and you do not timely request exclusion
by , 2025, you are bound by and subject to the terms of any judgment entered in the
Action, including the releases provided therein, WHETHER OR NOT YOU SUBMIT A PROOF
OF CLAIM OR RECEIVE A PAYMENT.

4. It is important that you completely read and understand the Long-Form Notice that
accompanies this Proof of Claim, including the Plan of Allocation of the Net Settlement Fund set

forth in the Long-Form Notice. The Long-Form Notice describes the proposed Settlement, how
